Since 1963, the Missouri Community Betterment program
has been helping communities enhance their life through overall community development, planning and implementing of
projects and improving over-all quality of life. It's well known that MCB communities attract more new and expanding
industries, more capital investments and more new jobs in Missouri than non-MCB communities.

In the 2010-2011 fiscal year of MCB, we increased the number of communities participating in the annual MCB conference
in Jefferson City. We held our first regional meetings throughout the year in areas across Missouri to better share
information and training. These regional meetings were deemed very successful and will continue into the next fiscal year.
The one-day meetings helped to bring the program ideas of MCB to a local level and increase understanding, enthusiasm
and participation at the state conference held each year in October.

The number of MCB Board of Directors has increased. And in addition, participation at bi-monthly meetings has increased
to nearly 100 percent. Funding continues to be a major effort to keep the year-around program alive and well. The annual
directorate funding level has increased to an average of $500 per director. Along these same thoughts, we have initiated
a community participation fee to promote "community ownership” in MCB. Our long-term goal of continuing MCB beyond
the fifty year mark is being accomplished.

Creating media events for first-place community and youth group winners has added a new emphasis to the local
communities. Our “Friends of MCB" financial commitments continue to increase on a volunteer basis. With continued
efforts to become self-supported, we have made great strides. New sponsors are still needed to add to our sustainability
for the future of MCB. A funding committee has now been formed and is working in this effort. A new Missouri Rural
Funding Team has been set up with the United States Department of Agriculture to assist rural funding streams upon
request of individual Missouri communities.

The Missouri Department of Economic Development continues to assist our efforts with the three-year Neighborhood
Assistance Program Grant. With their help, and the help of our existing and new sponsors, friends and communities, the
future is bright. MCB is not magic, but it works.
